	Easter holiday news.  Adults to model drawing a picture and writing a sentence about something you did during Easter. Turn your picture over and ask your child to draw a picture and write their own news in their diary.  Some will write a simple sentence e.g. I got an egg. Others will be able to write 2/3 sentences and use a capital letter at the beginning, finger spaces and a full-stop. 
Try not to correct spelling.  The aim is it written the way it is spoken. If your child is writing independently you could correct words that are written frequently e.g. the, he, my by saying, “It would be even better if …..”
N.b Use Read Write Inc Sound Sheets found on the school website under Pupils/EYFS/
Reception/Home Learning For School Closure to help.

	Continuing our subtraction work
Choose a number rhyme to sing with a grown up eg: 5 little ducks, 5 little monkeys jumping on the bed, 5 little speckled frogs, 5 little firemen etc. Make sure to do the actions! Afterwards can you write down all the number sentences from the song and use the correct mathematical vocabulary?
Eg. 5 – 1 = 4 (five take away one equals four etc)
    4 – 1 = 3
    3 – 1 = 2
    2 – 1 = 1
    1 – 1 = 0
For more of challenge you could sing 10 in a bed or 10(20, 30…!) green bottles.

	Toys at a bus stop
Can you choose 5/10/20 toys to line up at a ‘bus stop’?
Drive a toy vehicle to the bus stop and decide how many want to get on. Put these toys away. How many toys are now at the bus stop? Can you say/write the number sentence? Eg, there are 10 toys waiting at the bus stop. 4 toys want to get on the first vehicle.
10 – 4 = 6. Continue with the same/different vehicles until there are no toys at the bus stop.

	Special Friends!
Adults make flashcards ch, sh, th and ng.  These are special friends that like to stick together and we only say one sound when we see them. Put them on the floor. Using a fish slice can the children swat them as you say them?  Can they think of a word with that sound in it? Make a list of words with these special friends in.  You may have to give them clues e.g. If we have muscles we are …..?

	Subtraction bowling
Find 10 paper cups/empty bottles/anything that will fall down (but not break) when knocked.
Line the objects up in a triangle shape (like at bowling).
Carefully roll a soft ball/rolled up sock etc at the objects. How many fell down? How many are now left? Can you say/ write the number sentence?
Use more/less objects to make it easier/more of a challenge.

	Playing cards subtraction
Using a pack of playing cards (or, if not available, numbered pieces of paper) turn the cards over so you can’t see the numbers. Turn 2 cards over at a time and make the numbers into a subtraction sentence. Eg. 5 and 7 were turned over. Always using the biggest number first:
7 – 5 = 2
For a really tricky challenge, ask what would happen if we put the smallest number first?
